In the United States, Blue H Technologies has proposed a 120-turbine
project that would generate 420 megawatts located 48 miles from
New Bedford and 23 miles from Martha's Vineyard in water 167 feet deep.

It also has proposed a large wind project for the coast of Maine.

Bllue H is among a number of companies seeking to develop wind projects that would use the waters off
Massachusetts and other New England states. Blue H is somewhat unique in that it proposes using a still
unproven technology that would place platforms in deep water, far from coastlines where some projects have run
into objections for aesthetic reasons.
